FLOWER BASKET CONTEST: Make a poster with a flower basket for each member. Members receive flower for a loss and for bringing in a food-chart. Brown weeds are placed in the basket for a gain. KOPS & KIWS must be at goal or below to earn a flower. Present a flower arrangement to the winner (the one with the most flowers)

TRAVELING FROM TOPS TO KOPS: Have each member make a construction paper suitcase, put their name on it and attach it to a poster board. Have them cut out paper articles of clothing and things they’d take with them on a trip. Make 10-15 items. Whenever a member loses, they get a shirt, or skirt or pair of pants to put in their suitcases. If they gain, they have to take something out. The first one to have their bag packed wins. (This contest is good for 10-15 pounds for the winner) The prize could be a little bag with small personal items in it like toothpaste, shampoo or lotion.

TOPS AND KOPS...STAY ON THE BALL: Draw a Big Beach Ball on a poster board. Put circles on the ball and have members sign their names on one circle. The chapter will put $10.00 in a jar and each person who wants to joins puts in $1.00. If you lose or turtle, your name stays on the ball. If you are absent or have a gain, you come off the ball. Last one remaining gets all the money. Kops must stay in lee-way. No absences are allowed. You may set a time limit and split the money if there is a tie.

If you come in with a loss or turtle you may play. The chapter buys an inexpensive gift...a volunteer goes out and gets it and puts it in a larger box or can or whatever. No one else should know what it is. Then she gives a clue as to what it could be. Example: 1st week’s clue: I cover something. 2nd week’s clue: You can put something in me. 3rd week’s clue: I come in all shapes and sizes. 4th week’s clue: I come in all colors. 

Each person who lost or turtled may guess as to what is in the box. Answers may be: Saran Wrap, table cloth, toilet seat cover, envelopes, coin purse, pencil holder, and the winner was: CONTAINERS to put LEFTOVERS IN. The person who guesses gets the gift and then is responsible to bring in the next guessing gift.

Make as many ferries as you have teams. Draw them on a poster or whatever. Decide on a prize. Charge $1.00 or make gainers pay into a kitty.
